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RUSSIAN DISINFORMATION AND ISSUES OF SOLIDARITY AMONG
DEMOCRATIC COUNTRIES IN THE FIGHT AGAINST IT
[PROCEEDINGS OF THE SYMPOSIUM]|

This symposium is the result of work conducted since 2022 by the Odesa Centre for
Disinformation Research (OCDS).

OCDS aims to promote in particular the study of Russian disinformation globally with
a geographical focus on disinformation strategies in the Black Sea region. While there
are many scholars working on Russian disinformation globally this Centre provides
greater collaboration and coordination internationally as well as contributes to knowl-
edge concerning disinformation practices in a specific region. The OCDS involves asso-
ciate institutional and individual associate members (academics and practitioners)
based internationally. OCDS builds partnerships, enhances research capacity, provides
support for research infrastructure, organises seminars and conferences, supports a
network of scholars and practitioners, and seeds future research collaborations.

The creation of OCDS was a joint initiative between IR Department of the Odesa
I. I. Mechnikov National University (Ukraine) and the Centre for Research in Commu-
nication and Culture (CRCC) at Loughborough University (UK). Odesa I. I. Mechnikov
National University and Loughborough University have collaborated on teaching and
research activities since signing our twinning agreement in July 2022. In December
2022 ONU and Loughborough jointly organised a research roundtable discussing the
impact of Russia’s war on Ukraine on political communication, journalism, and public
opinion in a global context. The research roundtable was supported by the Fund of the
President of Ukraine. The results of the discussion are being prepared for publication
in the Symposia section in the journal “European Political Science”.

Thus, we are now facing the second symposium organized by the OCDS.
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THE IMPACT OF RUSSIAN DISINFORMATION ON THE PERCEPTION
OF THE RUSSIAN INVASION OF UKRAINE IN THE SLOVAK REPUBLIC

The problem of disinformation and its impact has been observed in the Slovak
Republic for the past several years. After the 2014 annexation of the Crimean Pen-
insula by the Russian Federation, there were voices, especially in the far-right part
of the Slovak political spectrum, claiming that the annexation of Crimea was carried
out in a legal way. The argument that “Crimea has always been Russian” was rein-
stated before the 2019 presidential elections. For instance, one of the candidates, Ste-
fan Harabin — former president of the Slovak Supreme Court — publicly claimed that
the 2014 “referendum” in Crimea was legal and that Russia had taken over Crimea
in a lawful manner (Brossmann, 2019).
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The phenomenon of disinformation continued in 2015 with regard to the migra-
tion crisis, which was presented as the alleged cause of terrorism, even though Slo-
vakia was neither directly affected by this crisis nor was it the final destination for
migrants (Sieniawski, 2018, p. 152). According to Globsec, as many as 52% of the Slo-
vak population believed in November 2017 that the world was governed by a secret
conspiracy (Klingovéa, 2018).

The problem of disinformation intensified in 2020 with the COVID-19 pandemic
and later with the outbreak of the 2022 full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine. It is
important to note that the full-scale invasion of Ukraine is often referred to in the
Slovak media as the “war in Ukraine” or “conflict in Ukraine”.

Another object of disinformation was the Defense Cooperation Agreement
between Slovakia and the United States, which was labelled by some opposition par-
ties as a “restriction of Slovakia’s sovereignty” (Pravda, 2022). In March 2022, an
incident occurred in the Slovak Parliament during the parliamentary discussion on
the Defense Cooperation Agreement between Slovakia and the United States, when
two MPs from the far-right party unfurled the Slovak flag and other MPs from the
liberal party SaS (Freedom and Solidarity, in Slovak: Sloboda a Solidarita) unfolded
Ukrainian flag to express their solidarity with Ukraine. During this incident, MPs
from the far-right ILSNS party (People’s Party Our Slovakia, in Slovak: Ludova
strana Nase Slovensko) poured water on the Ukrainian flag, which caused conster-
nation in Slovak society.

This article aims to examine the impact of Russian disinformation on the percep-
tion of the Russian full-scale invasion of Ukraine among the political spectrum in Slo-
vakia. The article will discuss the public discourse in Slovakia after the outbreak of the
full-scale invasion in 2022, as well as disinformation during the 2023 parliamentary
elections and the 2024 presidential elections. It also attempts to answer the question of
how the full-scale invasion was portrayed in political discourse and how this issue was
capitalized on in the parliamentary and presidential elections campaigns.

Perceptions of the full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine. According to
an opinion poll conducted in July 2022, in which respondents were asked how they
would like the war in Ukraine to end, more than half of respondents claimed that
they wanted Russia to win, whilst around one third supported Ukraine and 18%
were undecided (Kerekes, 2022). In May 2023, another opinion poll was conducted
in which respondents were asked who was responsible for the outbreak of the war
in Ukraine. According to the results, 34% stated that the West was responsible for
the war because it had provoked Russia to attack, 17% claimed that Ukraine was
responsible because it had oppressed the Russian-speaking citizens of Ukraine, and
40% stated that Russia was responsible for the aggression against Ukraine (Snidl,
2023). The survey was conducted in Bulgaria, Czechia, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania,
Poland, Romania and Slovakia. Interestingly, Slovakia had the highest number of
respondents who attributed responsibility for the full-scale invasion to the West.

The survey found out that the majority of those who claimed that Russia should
win the war were mostly residents of rural areas, while those in favor of the Ukrain-
ian victory were concentrated in the two major cities. In contrast, voters of the
SMER-Slovak Social Democracy party (hereinafter SMER-SD, in Slovak: SMER-So-
cialna Demokracia) as well as supporters of nationalist and far-right parties hoped
for the victory of the Russian Federation (Snidl, 2023).
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The factors that influenced the perception of the Russian invasion of Ukraine
were mostly the following: First, the Russian Federation was largely perceived in
Slovakia as a supplier of crude oil and mineral resources. The outbreak of the inva-
sion in February 2022 led to an increase in the price of oil and gas. The price of the
former increased by 18% between February and May 2022, while the price of the
latter increased by 12% in the same period (Statdat, 2022). In addition, political
elites in Slovakia have questioned the sanctions against Russia since their imposi-
tion after the annexation of Crimea, often calling them ineffective. Some politicians
have even called for sanctions against Russia to be lifted. This perception was often
reinforced by politicians who have not condemned Russia for the invasion. Secondly,
the Russian Federation was seen as a supplier of grain. Shortly after the outbreak
of the invasion, grain prices skyrocketed due to the seizure of Ukraine's main ports.
For instance, the price of flour in Slovakia increased by 48% between January and
October 2022 (Statdat, 2022). Thirdly, the disinformation services presented Rus-
sia's victory as a means to end the war, price instability and people's insecurity. In
addition, the disinformation services attempted to portray Ukrainian immigrants as
beneficiaries of the social system, which triggered negative emotions among the pop-
ulation. For instance, a disinformation portal “Infovojna” claimed on 30 March 2022
that the Slovak government had spent more than EUR 800,000 to buy fuel instead of
helping its own citizens (Infovojna, 2022). In a similar tone, the disinformation por-
tals reported that the Slovak government was prioritizing the problems of Ukrainian
immigrants over the citizens of Slovakia.

2023 parliamentary elections. In September 2023 snap parliamentary elec-
tions were held in Slovakia. One of the central issues in the election campaign was
the Russian invasion of Ukraine. Together with the pandemic, these became the two
central issues with which the political parties were able to mobilize their electorate.

In the last parliamentary election in 2020, the SMER-SD received 18.29% of the
vote (compared to 28.28% in 2016). After several MPs left the party together with
Peter Pellegrini in June 2020 and founded a new party “HLAS-SD”, the popularity of
the SMER-SD continued to decline, reaching only 10.7% in July 2020 (SME, 2020).
However, the SMER-SD managed to turn the topics of the pandemic and the war in
Ukraine into a successful mobilization campaign for its electorate.

The SMER-SD’s election program provided for the continuation of humanitarian
aid to Ukraine, but rejected any military support. Although the party stated that
Russia's annexation of Crimea in 2014 and the 2022 invasion of Ukraine constituted
violations of international law, it also emphasized that the 2003 intervention in Iraq
as well as the 2008 Kosovo’s unilateral declaration of independence were similarly
in breach of international law. The 2022 Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine was
perceived by the party as a consequence of geopolitical tensions between Russia and
the West. Furthermore, the SMER-SD claimed that it was ready to resume dialogue
with Russia and normalize relations between Slovakia and Russia. (Smer, 2023)
Similarly, the Slovak National Party advocated for lifting sanctions against the Rus-
sian Federation. The above-mentioned views were translated after the elections into
the “foreign policy on all four cardinal points”, which became one of the main pillars
of the new government consisting of SMER-SD, HLAS-SD and the Slovak National
Party. As a result, the coalition announced that military support for Ukraine would
cease, while the provision of humanitarian aid would remain unchanged.
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2024 presidential elections. Disinformation campaigns continued through-
out the 2024 presidential elections in Slovakia. The presidential candidates often
referred to the full-scale invasion of Ukraine (mostly calling it “war in Ukraine”) as
one of the main security risks for Slovakia. Very soon, the topic of war became one
of the central issues in the presidential elections campaign. The stance on war was
seen as a dividing line between the candidates, with the coalition-backed candidate
Pellegrini describing himself as the “candidate of peace”, while accusing the opposi-
tional candidate Korcok of being the “candidate of war” who would “drag Slovakia
into war”. For example, Slovak MP Lubos Blaha wrote on Telegram that Slovakia
would go to war if the opposition-backed candidate Korcok won. “Korcok is doing
everything he can to escalate the conflict with Russia, and he has never even spoken
out against sending troops, quite the opposite”. (Telegram, 2024)

One of the presidential candidates, Stefan Harabin faced court trial for alleg-
edly committing the offence of defamation of race, nation and belief. On 25 February
2022 he published a status on social media in which he commented on the Russia’s
invasion, claiming that he “would have done the same as Putin”. (Prusova, 2023) He
also stated that “it is the duty of Russians to pacify the Nazis who have genocidally
murdered 15 thousand civilians since 2014”. (Prusova 2023) Harabin, who eventu-
ally came third in the presidential elections, was threatened with a sentence of three
years’ imprisonment.

The ruling coalition accused the opposition parties of providing military support
to Ukraine until 2023, thereby severing and prolonging the conflict. The successful
presidential candidate Pellegrini stated: “I must confess that I am unpleasantly sur-
prised by the ease with which part of our opposition political spectrum talks about
the war in our neighboring country. They criticize anyone who mentions the word
peace and call them agents of Moscow. They talk about armaments, but forget that
this concept of unrestricted arms exports has left us with uncovered airspace on our
eastern border. They even criticize us for not correcting their mistake in four months,
as if importing new missile systems was a supermarket purchase”. (Pellegrini, 2024)

A few days before the second round of the presidential elections, a manipulated
photograph of a soldier embracing an elderly woman appeared on the internet, which
read: “Go vote so that Slovak sons and grandsons do not die in the war". The photo-
graph was shared on social media by several members of the government from the
party HLAS-SD during the campaign silence. As it turned out later, the original
photograph showed a Ukrainian soldier, but the Ukrainian flag was removed from
the manipulated version.

Conclusions. The article pointed out that a substantial part of the Slovak pop-
ulation was prone to Russian disinformation. Disinformation in Slovakia has con-
tributed to societal polarization, with significant part of the population believing in
conspiracy theories and holding pro-Russian views, particularly among far-right and
nationalist groups. Opinion polls showed that a notable proportion of the Slovak pop-
ulation blamed the West for provoking Russia’s actions, while others believed that
Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine was justified. Public opinion was also shaped
by economic factors such as the rise in prices for essential goods caused by the conflict
as well as increasing inflation.

During the 2023 parliamentary and 2024 presidential elections, disinformation
narratives played a prominent role, with some political parties and candidates lev-
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eraging these narratives to appeal to voters by portraying themselves as advocates
of peace and criticizing pro-Ukrainian positions. The article has shown that Rus-
sian disinformation remains a critical issue in the political discourse in Slovakia and
needs to be addressed thoroughly.
